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Study Background

The 495 Southside Express Lanes Study (495 Southside Study) is
an environmental study to potentially extend the Express Lanes
system on the southern section of 1-95/1-495 (Capital Beltway)

VDOT is coordinating the study with the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA), Maryland Department of Transportation
State Highway Administration (MDOT SHA), Virginia Department
of Rail and Public Transportation (DRPT), and other federal,
state and local agencies in Virginia and Maryland
