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Alignment Option 2—Transportation 
System Management (TSM) and 

Travel Demand Management 
(TDM) Improvements

While these improvements would not adequately meet the Purpose and Need 
as standalone improvements, they could be included in any other option that 
advances to design.

•	 Construct minor geometric improvements—such as additional or extended 
turn lanes—at existing intersections in the corridor

•	 Improve corridor-wide signal timing, connectivity and integration of 
new technology

•	 Enhance non-motorized transportation options

•	 Construct low-cost “spot” safety improvements to improve roadway curves 
and driver sight distance

•	 Consolidate driveway entrances to reduce the number of conflict points

•	 Construct park and ride lots within the project limits to promote carpooling
